Goal: To help one another keep our most important relationships healthy!
I. WELCOME: Share about one of these in groups of 2-3
Option 1: What is the furthest away you have been from home? When were you there and for what purpose?

Option 2: Share what spoke to your heart from what Mluleki and Lulama shared on Sunday.
II. WHY? 
We meet together to help each other keep God’s priorities for our lives! Read: Deuteronomy 6:4-9
III. WORSHIP:  
Sing or offer praises to God!

IV. WORD:

Read: Mark 12:28-30. Ask: What does it mean to love God with all your heart? Ask: What is the difference between that and your Soul? Mind? Strength? (hint: Social, Spiritual, Mental, Physical) Ask: Think of examples of how you could love God in each of these ways. Ask: Which of these comes most easily to you?
Read: Mark 12:31. Ask: Practically, what would it look like to live this out in words and actions? 

Read: John 13:34. Ask: How did Jesus raise the bar on this command? Ask: What will it take to fulfill this command? 

Read: John 13:35. Ask: What did Jesus say would result if we follow the command in verse 34?
Separate Women and Men for sharing/prayer
Ask: What is the hardest thing for you about living these commands? Why do you think that is?

Ask: How can we help you live these more effectively?

V. WHAT NOW? 
Read: John 13:34-35. 

Ask: Who are you praying for to get to know Jesus?
Pray: for them by name to see the kindness of God in your love for others!
