SMALL GROUP MEETING GUIDE   03/14/2010
Goal: To identify fears and take steps toward living in radical community and experiencing the fulfillment of radical stewardship.

I. WELCOME: (in groups of 2 or 3)

Option 1: Share about something that you have enjoyed or utilized (rightfully or wrongfully) that belonged to someone else.

Option 2: Share about a group or team you have been in and what you enjoyed about it.

II. WHY?:
One of the reasons we meet together is to get a true understanding of who we are in Christ and how to live that out in our relationships.

III. WORSHIP:

Read Psalm 93. Sing or offer praises to God, worshipping together.

IV. WORD: 
Read Acts 4:32-37. Ask: How has God spoken to you through this passage, the sermon and your study this week?

Read John13:33-35; 17:21. Ask: What was one thing on Jesus’ heart as he exhorted and prayed for His follower’s unity?

Read Matthew 6:19-24.Ask: Why do you think we can’t serve both God and money in this life? Can’t we seek after both?

Read Philippians 2:5-8 and 2 Corinthians 8:9. Ask: How does Jesus’ example motivate you to live in radical community and stewardship?
Read Malachi 3:8-12. Ask: What does God promise in this passage? Ask: Does anything block you from trusting God with this promise?
ASK: Where have you seen examples of unity and a sharing of resources (a radical stewardship mentality like in Acts 4) in our church, network of friends or in this small group?  How has it encouraged or challenged you?
Separate Women and Men for sharing / prayer

ASK: What fears do you have about living as if your life and resources are God’s and not your own? How can we help each other take steps in the direction of radical community and stewardship?

V. WHAT NOW? 

Ask: Who can you extravagantly bless with God’s love in a practical way this week?
