SMALL GROUP MEETING GUIDE

Goal: Consider how you can join God in what He is doing here or around the world.

I. WELCOME: 

Option 1: What is the most morally corrupt city you have ever visited? What made it so bad?

Option 2: Share about someone you never would have imagined becoming a Christian, who did.
II. WHY? 
We meet together to dream God’s dreams for the world! 

Read Matthew 4:18-20 “One day as Jesus was walking along the shore of the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers—Simon, also called Peter, and Andrew—throwing a net into the water, for they fished for a living. Jesus called out to them, “Come, follow me, and I will show you how to fish for people!” And they left their nets at once and followed him.” 
III. WORSHIP:  
Offer prayers of praise to God for who He is and what He has done!
IV. WORD: 
Read: Acts 11:19-20. Ask: How did God lead the believers to Antioch? Give an example of how has God directed your life. What was surprising about the way God moved in Antioch?
Read: Acts 11:21. Ask: What gave evidence to God’s hand being with the Antiochians? Share about a time when you were in “the flow” with God.
Read: Acts 11:22-24. Ask: What was it that brought Barnabas so much joy in Antioch? What did he encourage the believers to do? What does that mean? What was the fruit of their faithfulness?
Ask: What would you like to see God do in our community in this generation? Get specific and dream big!

Read: Acts 11:25-26. Ask: Why was it significant that they gave the disciples the title “Christian”? Ask: What does that title bring to mind in our society today? Ask: What do you wish it brought to mind? Ask: What can we do to change the meaning of the word?
Separate Women and Men for sharing/prayer 
Read: Acts 11:27-30. Ask: What needs can our group meet in our community this summer (individually or together)?

V. WHAT NOW? 

Pray: for each other to “flow” with the power of God’s Spirit this summer.
